Levels

BRIO
Open to boys and girls in grades 1-3 who
would like to explore and experience singing,
music and fun!

CADENCE
Open to boys and girls in grades 4-6. No prior
singing experience or audition is required.

CADENZA
Open to boys and girls, usually in grades 6-8.
Voice check required.

VIVACE
An auditioned choir for young women in
grades 8 and up.

AVE (ADVANCED VOCAL ENSEMBLE)
An auditioned chamber group made up of
Vivace members who are usually ages 15+.*

YME (YOUNG MEN’S ENSEMBLE)
Designed for both changed and unchanged
voices. Young men in grades 6 and up are
encouraged to join.

*Recommended ages—some exceptions may occur.
